I TRIP REPORTS

Saturday, May 3, 2008:
Eleven Nats drove halfway between Paterson border crossing and Northport on a lovely sunny day, to hike a short
distance to view Sheep Creek Falls. The property owner, Glen, greeted us and gave us a comprehensive description of
his power plant, and offered a ride down on the tram to the bottom of the falls. One member took advantage of this unique
opportunity, while the rest of us hiked the short trail down. This moderate trail has been kept in very good condition, and
offers enticing views of the lower falls. At the bottom, where the power plant is situated, is the very foot of the magnificent
waterfall. We were there at an auspicious time, as within two or three weeks the upper falls, over which the bridge above
crosses, would be all under water. We wandered around, expressed awe at the views of the falls, consumed lunches,
posed for pictures, and took a tour of the power plant. For those interested, all the technical details can be accessed from
one of the engineer attendees. Three members rode back up on the tram, then several hiked up a short trail above the
third level to view the large falls from over 100 ft above. The others sauntered up to the second level, and chatted with our
congenial host. Glen was most impressed with the persistence of the hike leader to obtain permission to enter the
property. He suggested that we come back at different times of the year, in all seasons, as the water flow and the
vegetation changes constantly. He indicated that, in winter, the walls of the canyon are covered with frozen spray, and are
spectacular. We are planning a hike in the fall along the old Rossland-Northport railbed, just above the falls trail — north
about ¥ mile to a dilapidated trestle, and south about 4 miles to the Sheep Creek (Racetrack) Road. It is said to be
somewhat overgrown, but if the hike pans out, we would also like to x/c ski the same area. We saw two bald eagles, two
deer , several TV" s, olusioh sf tiny fforget-merriots throughowt. It avas mmother in the series of
“Discovery” hi kes that was thoroughly enjoyed by the participant :
even if we did have to wait at the border for over an hour. And here we thought that, by arriving there at 10:30, the early-
morning rush would be long gone!

Saturday, May 10, 2008:
Hike from Selkirk College to Troup: Seven hikers turned up on a cool and cloudy Spring day for a hike along the West
Arm of Kootenay Lake. We started off just above the 10" Street Campus of Selkirk College, following the old railway line
East, down to our final destination of Troup, a distance of 6 kilometers. The abandoned railway line has been nicely
replaced by a well maintained walking/bicycle path, along which three lengthy trestles have been beautifully restored. We
took our time, as there were sightings of much flora and fauna. Plants in bloom identified were: clematis, twin bells,
avalanche lily, yellow wood violet, purple wood violet, wild strawberry, blue-eyed Mary, boxwood, and Indian paint brush.
At Troup a number of birds were identified: bald eagle and its aerie, grouse, kinnikinnik, and the highlight of the trip — a
western tanager, easily noticed by its bright yellow body, red head, and black wings. A white tail deer was seen darting
through the woods at Troup as well. The trails in the Troup area are being nicely maintained by a local hermit. At Troup
we had lunch, and were treated to an interesting lecture on skunk cabbage and its many uses. Another highlight of this
scenic hike were the numerous waterfalls along the way. We got back to the cars just in time, as a light rain was starting.

There, and in nearby woodland, we heard or saw thirty species, including eastern kingbird, Nashville and orange-crowned
warblers, Cassin“s vireo, Hammond“s flycatcher a-widgedteakh key vul ture
common merganser and spotted sandpiper. Later, we drove to Fairview and walked a short distance to a point
overlooking a bald eagle on its nest, carefully shading the two eaglets from the hot afternoon sun. [A week later, Gary
reported that the nest was gone..wind, vandal s?]

Birds seen or heard were, white-throated swift, violet-green swallow, great
blue heron, bluejay; MacGilvrays, yellow, Audubon, Townsends and Nashville warblers; crows, ravens, song sparrow,
Cassin“s and warbling vir eo=%appedHchiokatdea; dolden-crownedckmdlet hed-breasted
nuthatch, brown-headed cowbird, Oregon junco and spotted towhee.
