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Tips for Outing Etiquette  
 

The leader of an outing is responsible for:  

Finding a replacement contact/leader if you cannot be available for your planned outing. A replacement leader may choose to do the same 

outing, or they may suggest another,  

Ensuring you have the safety kit including hand held radios  

Make it a policy with the entire group to keep the person behind you in sight. If your follower on the trail is lagging, slow  your pace to 

keep them in sight. If everyone in the group continually checks to make sure they can see the person behind them, it is impos sible for 

anyone to get into serious trouble. If you split into groups, do not allow any one person to take off by him/herself.  

Making sure that no one is left behind with car trouble at the parking area, especially in winter,  

 Arranging to have the outing trip report forwarded to the Editor. It is not necessary to write it ð you may delegate this, of c ourse, but 

please advise the Editor from whom to expect it. In a perfect world, we would have a different participant write each report,  so we could 

have many different viewpoints.
