Six-Mile Lakes Trail:

Pretty little trail. Flew in all materials to build six new bridges. Dan took his family in last summer and they loved it. MOTSA
wants to keep hiking trails open, and have them utilized by more and more people. They really appreciate all the trail
reports that Nell Plotnikoff and Margo Saunders have been turning in, and want them to keep doing this.

McQuigan Creek to K&S Railgrade:

MoTSA group built one bridge, did brushing etc. Plan a bench and outhouse, and have installed some interpretive
signage. They plan many more signs for trails in the Sandon area. They have slashed out the trail to Bear and Fish Lakes
from McQuigan, and work is continuing. Also, a trail from Sandon to Payne Bluffs is in the works, but there is a lot of
logistical work to be done before anything is begun ie: stability reports, etc.
